First,	those	sacrifices	could	not	take	away	sins,	but	Christ’s	
sacrifice	______	take	away	sins.	

“And	you,	being	dead	in	your	sins…,	has	he	quickened	together	 
with	Him	(Christ),	having	forgiven	you	all	trespasses.”	Colossians	2:13	

Second,	those	sacrifices	had	to	be	repeated	every	year,	but	
Christ’s	sacrifice	was	a	______-Bme	sacrifice.	
“Knowing	that	Christ	being	raised	from	the	dead	dies	no	more;	death	
has	no	more	dominion	over	Him.	For	in	that	He	died,	He	died	unto	sin	

once,	but	in	that	He	lives,	He	lives	unto	God.”	Romans	6:9-10	

Third,	those	sacrifices	were	exclusive,	but	Christ’s	sacrifice	
was	______-inclusive.	
“And	He	(Christ)	is	the	propiHaHon	for	our	sins,	and	not	for	ours	only,	 

but	also	for	the	sins	of	the	whole	world.”	1	John	2:2	

“Who	(Christ)	gave	himself	a	ransom	for	all,	 
to	be	tesHfied	in	due	Hme.”	1	Timothy	2:6	

Fourth,	those	sacrifices	were	offered	by	sinners;	Christ’s	
sacrifice	was	offered	by	the	____________	one.
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
