3. | am to minister grace to you and you are to minister grace to me. When
we do this, it makes us good stewards of His manifold grace.

4. As God's grace has abounded to me, it should abound through me in my
relationship with others.

5. Hebrews 13:9 states that "It is a good thing that the heart be established
with grace."

What does my life look like when | am ministering grace to others?
