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e What a thrill it would be to leave this earth one day and
know that your life made a difference in other people’s
lives — an eternal difference, knowing that your life was
part of something that will last forever.

e How can you use your life to make a difference in the
lives of others?

First, you must know what Jesus can do.
Second, choose to care about hurting people.
Third, willingly give your and energy.

e These guys ran throughout the area and were rounding
up people to bring to Jesus. Mark 6:55

e They didn't just say they cared. They showed it!
e A simple two-fold strategy that will make a difference:

- in people relationally outside the walls
of the church and outside your circle of faith.




— Then, at the right time,

e A caring heart + + energy = eternal impact.
Fourth, and ask Christ to do a work.

e “Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel
is, that they might be saved.” Romans 10:1

These were common, ordinary men that God used to
lead so many people to Jesus. He can use you too!

Here is a strategic and Biblical plan based on the men in
our text:

e Make sure that you Christ and His mighty
power.

e Take a hurting person to Jesus in

° to that person and show them you care.

e Finda and meet it in that person’s life.
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
