e It takes more guts, more strength, more courage, and

more backbone to be God’s man than to be a man’s
man.

e How can a man be God’'s man? We are going to learn
from one of the greatest leaders in God’s Word -
Nehemiah.

God’s man perceives and is grieved by it.
