● “For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have 
need that one teach you again which be the first principles 
of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need 
of milk, and not of strong meat.”  
Hebrews 5:12

● When people take time to study God’s Word daily, it reveals 
several facts about them:

Third, by __________________ God’s Word – vs. 12  

● It is fruitless to study God's Word if we are not 
prepared to believe what God has said. 

● “For the time will come when they will not endure 
sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap 
to themselves teachers, having itching ears; And they 
shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be 
turned unto fables.”
