e "Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay
down his life for his friends." John 15:13

e Jesus is looking for those who will accept His love.

Second, you can trust Jesus because of His
. Vs. 32-36

e Inreligious systems, works on earth in order
to appease God and earn heaven.

e In Christianity, came down to earth and
worked so that He could give us the gift of heaven.

e "For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched
with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points
tempted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore
come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain
mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.”

Third, you can trust Jesus because of His
resurrection . VS. 25-44

you are saved from death, and you gain
life.

e "For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is
eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord." Romans 6:23
