e One of these men was lttai.

e What a picture this man is of the dedication and
commitment that we should have for our Lord and King,
Jesus Christ.

e How can we exhibit this type of commitment?

First, never allow Satan to steal your heart.
vs. 1-6, 13

e Did you know that the Lord wants your heart, first and
foremost?

e “Master, which is the great commandment in the law? Jesus
said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the
first and great commandment.” Matthew 22:36-38

e “Set your affection on things above, not on things on the
earth.” Colossians 3:2

e Satan desires to steal your affections away from the Lord
and His Word. 2 Corinthians 11:3

Second, refuse to rebel with the
